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[1] SOUTHIN, J.A.: This is an appeal from a judgment rendered on the 5th February 1998 fixing the
damages to be awarded to a plaintiff who was injured when her motor car was rear-ended in an
accident in January of 1992. Counsel have taken us through the learned trial judge®s reasons. |
can fairly say that we are all of the opinion that when the learned trial judge held that the
plaintiff had suffered no loss of earnings as a result of this accident from the date of the
accident to the date of trial, in other words that there was no causation, that he made a
reversible error. Some loss was caused.

EZ] It is always difficult to quantify these matters, but in my view the proper award under that
eading would have been $20,000 and I would allow the appeal accordingly.
